Update: as of 0800 EDT Ike is Cat 2 max winds 100mph, 175 miles east of Brownsville, tx.  Will continue to strengthen to at least a cap 3 by landfall.  Trop winds by 0900 on 9-12, hurricane winds by 2200 on 9-12.

Landfall 60 miles S of Houston and 35 mi s of Galveston and Texas City.

Preparations - JFO in Austin TX 

Evacuation starting already. Largest evac in tx history

Port of key west receiving trop winds

70% of oil rigs evacuated

NRC Region 4 in 72 hour window for response preparedness; both nuke plants will shut down as storms approaches

Looking for impact to several dams and PSAs are conducting outreach

State EOC at level 1

Preparing for Cat 4 hurricane

Planning on up to 30,000 persons in need of rescue

Commission on environmental quality ensuring adequate fuel supplies along evac route

Shoulders on interstate will be used for traffic

Hospitals will shelter in place

POTUS declared disaster for 25 counties

Infrastructure of concern posted to HSIN

NISAC model posted to HSIN

DHS IP will be providing aerial imagery pre and post landfall with focus on nationally significant CIKR and what pressing needs are given post landfall conditions.  Requests for imagery can be sent through the NICC.  Will be made available with Google Earth KML files.  Processing time is anywhere from a few hours to 24 hours.  Will leverage NGA imagery as well.  All products will be uploaded to HSIN CS.

NISAC Analysis: Potential impact – cat 3 at landfall,

4.5 million without power, restored w/in 18 days

300,000 in surge zone

21 substations at risk of major damage

refinery disruptions result in shortfalls and temp price increases

assume no pipeline ruptures

significant impact to production of primary and immediate pretochemicals

rail transp limitations will result in regional impacts, mostly for farm products

Several large flood control dams in storm track, specifically Livingston dam which is already at 100% capacity.  2000 people in flood zone in 13 hours. Eagle mountain dam also a concern 

extended power outage (over 4 days) will result in wastewater treatment outages

total disruption to business cost about $15 Billion in GDP

Oil supplies can be replaced by strategic petroleum reserve oil in short term

Water and wind damage to petrochemical plants likely

Freeport and Port Niches are concern for wastewater treatment
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
